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AN ORDINANCE APPROVING THE FIRST AMENDMENT TO THE AGREEMENT
TO CREATE THE CITY OF CIRCLEVILLE-PICKAWAY TOWNSHIP JOINT
ECONOMIC DEVELOPMENT DISTRICT TO AUTHORIZE THE

REDISTRIBUTION OF THE JEDD INCOME TAX REVENUE AND DECLARING AN
EMERGENCY.

WHEREAS, Ohio Revised Code Chapter 715 (the “JEDD Act”) empowers certain political
subdivisions to form joint economic development districts for economic development purposes;
and

WHEREAS, pursuant to the JEDD Act and Ordinance No. 05-34-2016, passed by City Council
(the “Council”) for the City of Circleville, Ohio (the “City”) on May 17, 2016, the City is party
to the City of Circleville-Pickaway Township Joint Economic Development District Agreement
dated June 28, 2016 (the “Agreement”) by and between the City and Pickaway Township,
Pickaway County, Ohio (the “Township”), which Agreement creates and provides for the
operation of a joint economic development district (the “District™) known as the “City of
Circleville-Pickaway Township Joint Economic Development District;” and

WHEREAS, pursuant to Section 7(A) of the Agreement, the City agreed to collect, administer,
enforce, distribute and audit the JEDD Income Tax; and

WHEREAS, pursuant to Section 10 of the Agreement, the City and the Township have agreed
to distribute the income tax revenues received from the JEDD Income Tax levied within the
District (the “Total Revenues™) in specific allocations among five parties (the “Recipients™);
and

WHEREAS, the Recipients include: (i) Pickaway Progress Partnership, (ii) the City, (iii) the
Township, (iv) the Logan Elm Local School District, and (v) the District; and

WHEREAS, the City and the Township initially agreed to allocate to the City seven percent
(7%) of the Total Revenues collected annually (the “City Distribution™), which included a
portion equal to three percent (3%) intended to be used by the City to pay for certain costs
associated with the City’s collection, administration, enforcement, distribution, reporting and
auditing of the JEDD Income Tax (the “Administrative Cost Share™); and

WHEREAS, the City’s costs incurred in connection with the JEDD Income Tax have been less
than anticipated by the City at the time of the JEDD Agreement and, as a result, the City and
the Township have agreed to (i) eliminate the Administrative Cost Share; and (i1) temporarily
climinate the balance of the City Distribution until such time as the City has received in
aggregate the same amount as Logan Elm Local School District, which is currently receiving

four percent (4%) of Total Revenues, and during such period increase the share payable to the
JEDD to eight percent (8%); and

WHEREAS, the Township and the City now desire to amend Section 10(D) of the Agreement
in accordance with the foregoing, and to approve a First Amendment to JEDD Agreement in
connection with the same (the “First Amendment”); and

WHEREAS, pursuant to Ohio Revised Code Section 715.72(G) and Section 5 of the
Agreement, the City and the Township may amend the Agreement at any time by mutual written
agreement as long as each party passes the appropriate legislation authorizing the First
Amendment within ninety (90) days of each other.

NOW THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF
CIRCLEVILLE, PICKAWAY COUNTY, STATE OF OHIO, AS FOLLOWS:

SECTION L. That this Council hereby approves the First Amendment in substantially the
form attached to this Ordinance as Exhibit A, with such changes therein not inconsistent with
this Ordinance and not substantially adverse to the City and which shall be approved by the
officials signing the First Amendment on behalf of the City. The approval of changes to the
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First Amendment by this Council and their character as not being substantially adverse to the
City shall be evidenced conclusively by the execution thereof. The Mayor and the Clerk of
Council are jointly authorized and directed to execute and deliver any other agreements,

documents or certificates, and take all other actions, necessary to accomplish the purposes of
this Ordinance.

SECTION II. That the Clerk of Council is hereby directed to retain on file a copy of the First
Amendment and its exhibit.

SECTION III. That this Council hereby finds and determines that all formal actions of this
Council concering and relating to the adoption of this Ordinance were taken in an open
meeting of this Council and that all deliberations of this Council and of any of its committees
that resulted in those formal actions occurred in meetings open to the public, in compliance
with law, including Ohio Revised Code Section 121.22.

SECTION IV. That this Ordinance is hereby declared to be an emergency measure necessary
for the health, safety and welfare of the citizens of the City of Circleville, such emergency
arising out of the immediate need for the execution of the First Amendment so as not to delay
the effectiveness of this amendment to the established joint economic development district so
that this Ordinance shall take effect and be in force immediately from and after its passage and
approval by the Mayor.

EXHIBIT C

The powers granted under sections 715.72 to 715.81 of the Revised Code are in addition to and
not in the derogation of all other powers granted to municipal corporations , townships, and
counties pursuant to law. When exercising a power or performing a function or duty under a
contract entered into under section 715.72 of the Revised Code, a municipal corporation may
exercise all of the powers of a municipal corporation, and may perform all the functions and
duties of a municipal corporation, within the joint economic development district, pursuant to
and to the extent consistent with the contract. When exercising a power or performing a function
or duty under a contract entered into under either section 715.691 or 715.72 of the Revised
Code, a township may exercise all of the powers of a township, and may perform all the
functions and duties of a township, within the joint economic development district, or joint
economic development zone that is subject to division (I)(2) of section 715.691 of the Revised
Code, pursuant to and to the extent consistent with the contract.

When exercising a power or performing a function or duty under a contract entered into under
division (D) of section 715.72 of the Revised Code, a county may exercise all of the powers of a
county, and may perform all the functions and duties of a county, within the joint economic
development district, pursuant to and to the extent consistent with the contract.

No political subdivision shall grant any tax exemption under Chapter 1728. or section 3735.67,
5709.62, 5709.63, or 5709.632 of the Revised Code on any property located within the district,
or zone that is subject to division (I)(2) of section 715.691 of the Revised Code, without the
consent of the contracting parties. The prohibition against granting a tax exemption under this
section does not apply to any exemption filed, pending, or approved before the effective date of
the contract entered into under either section 715.691 or 715.72 of the Revised Code.

715.82 Issuing industrial development bonds.

A municipal corporation may issue bonds and exercise all other powers under Chapter 165. of
the Revised Code for one or more projects or parts thereof located in a joint economic
development district created pursuant to a contract entered into under section 715.70, 715.71,
or 715.72 to 715.82 of the Revised Code to which the municipal corporation is a party, or in a
township adjacent to that municipal corporation, if the legislative authority of the municipal
corporation determines that the project is in furtherance of the public purposes of the state to
create or preserve jobs and employment opportunities and to improve the economic welfare of
the people of the municipal corporation and the township. As used in this section, "project" has
the same meaning as in division (H) of section 165.01 of the Revised Code, except that a project
described in this section is not required to be located within the territorial boundaries of the
municipal corporation.
